Cal Fire/Riverside County Fire has been busy this month battling the Gorgonio Fire,

Jurupa Valley Fire, Summit Fire in Banning, and Moreno Valley Fire

1. Gorgonio Fire consumed 510 acres. Cal Fire utilized 412 firefighters, 41 fire engines,
7 air tankers and 2 helicopters

2. Cal Fire battled the 3,000 acre Summit Fire in Banning.

3. Jurupa Valley fire burned 12 acres

4. Moreno Valley fire burn twelve acres. Cal Fire utilized two helicopters, two air tankers
and 120 firefighters to put out the flames

Low cumulative rain fall in Southern California

The Temescal Valley is very dry. Therefore, people should clear brush and dry grass

from around their homes to create a defensible space. If people provide a defensible

space Cal Fire/Riverside County Fire will bring the offense.

Cannot predict the 2013 fire season. However, low rain has created very dry conditions.

Advise your neighbors to call 911, if they see a fire.

D. Lee Lake Water District Presentation on the Temescal Canyon Road Construction — General
Manager — Jeff Pape

Lee Lake is an efficient, high quality and low cost water district. Lee Lake water has a
very low chloride level. Water softeners are not needed.

Currently working on the Lee Lake Water District budgets. Doing well on the
sewer/recycled budget side, however, the water side is difficult due to the high water cost
from the Metropolitan Water District. Our wholesale water cost is $1,000/acre foot or
$2.10 per unit. Will have to make hard decisions on our budget. We will try to maintain
low water costs to our customers.

We want to maximize the use of ground water. Coldwater basin water is owned by the
City of Corona and Lake Elsinore. However, we can use water from the Bedford basin for
non potable water uses.

The water for the Trilogy Golf course is being supplied from Lake Elsinore.

Build a recycled water pipeline from Lee Lake Treatment Plant (Wildrose Business Park)
along Temescal Canyon Road under I-15 Freeway past Toms Farm past Glenn lvy to the
station at Campbell Ranch Road. The construction timeline for the project is one year.
The Wildrose businesses will benefit from the recycled water line project.

Placing a recycled water tank up by the landfill along with a pipeline which connects both
ends of the district to help drought proof the community

The new construction in Sycamore Creek will have potable and non-potable water

Start the water project sometime this next summer

Will not close streets during this construction project. We will try to maintain good traffic
control.

Still having problems with the delta smelt and low water content from the snow pack.
Therefore, water shortages will be a problem in the future.

No water restrictions are projected for this year since the Metropolitan Water District
needs to sell water. They have a lot of water in storage.

This January Metropolitan Water District prices increased

Budget for a potable water tank near the landfill. Then build the tank during the time
period 2016 — 2017.

Regardless of the annexation outcome, the Lee Lake Water District will continue to
provide water in the Temescal Valley.

The Residents for Temescal Valley now meet at Starbucks in the Sycamore Creek Vons
shopping center. All legal paperwork has been filed; we’ve opened a bank account and
are now accepting donations.

3. We attended the April LAFCO meeting and invited commissioners to attend the Temescal

4. The city has provided another $49,000 in receipts for its annexation costs, bringing the
total to $152,000. Still no response to the cost of staff hours and the five city
presentations. We filed another request under the Public Records Act/Freedom of
Information Act, and presented it to the City Council at the May 1 meeting.

5. 200 more opposition letters were obtained at the Wildrose Ranch and Vons shopping
center signings. We now have more than 2,000 signed opposition letters.

6. We will have a booth at the Temescal Valley Community Faire (Saturday, May 18). Goal:
to get another 500 letters signed. Also selling Temescal Valley T-shirts and requesting a
donation for yard signs.

1. RCTC selected a joint venture team headed by Atkinson Contractors and Walsh
Construction Company as the 91 Project design-builder at its May 8, 2013 Commission
meeting. RCTC awarded a $664 million contract to the Atkinson/Walsh team, which
includes URS as its lead designer.
2. The contractor is expected to begin final design work in spring 2013 and construction is
scheduled to start in early 2014, with new lanes expected to open in 2017.
